This 

contest is open to amateur bakers of all ages. 

 

Section 2 [Professional Baking Contest] is open to bakers from 

restaurants and bakeries. 

 

Pies for the Baking Contests will be accepted at the exhibit tent at 

Sawyer Park from 8:30am - 9:30am on June 7th. Judging will begin 

at 10am. Prizes will be awarded from the stage at 12:30pm.
